
 

 

 

 

 

Ordinance 12 - Honorary Awards 

 

12.1 The Council shall prescribe regulations for the conferment of Honorary 
Degrees, Honorary Fellowships and other Honorary Awards. 

 
12.2 All Honorary Degrees, Honorary Fellowships and other Honorary Awards shall 

be made on the joint recommendation of the Council and the Senate.  
 
12.3 Honorary Degrees, Honorary Fellowships and Honorary Awards shall be 

conferred at the Degree Congregations and other Awards Ceremonies of the 
University and may, with the approval of the Chancellor, also be conferred on 
other occasions.  

 
12.3 Exceptionally, and for good cause (and subject to the rules of natural justice 

and the right of appeal to the Chancellor), Honorary Degrees, Honorary 
Fellowships and other Honorary Awards may be removed on the joint 
recommendation of the Council and the Senate. 

 
12.4 “Good cause” for the purpose of this Ordinance shall mean conduct of an illegal, 

immoral, scandalous or disgraceful nature and as deemed by the Council and 
the Senate as incompatible with the holding of an Honorary Award of the 
University.
